Update Under Way
The Vision Madera 2025 Plan includes several action items relating to accessibility of City facilities 

and programs. As part of the process to complete these action items, the City needs to update its 

ADA (Americans with Disabilities Act) Self-Evaluation and Transition Plan. The City has entered into 

an agreement with MIG, Inc. to facilitate the project. 

The self-evaluation portion of the project includes assessing program accessibility, reviewing cur-

rent City policies that affect the public, surveying facility access, evaluating sidewalks and curb 

ramps, and evaluating City construction and design standards for public access areas. The transition 

plan will include recommended actions to address any deficiencies noted through the self-evaluation 

process. Current-year funding for the project is being provided through the Community Development 

Block Grant program.
